Monitoring Update- Sue Becker


There was a review meeting with Dennis Hieman.  He discussed the two categories of monitoring, and the priorities.  There will be budget cuts.  The Pit RCD received $30,000 to monitor the Pit River.  Sue asked about the Coordinator.  Maybe we could fund the money through TWR contractor.  Sue discussed how creeks are not all monitored the same.





Use crews with specific expertise.  We need assesment to know what is going on in the river to help judge and prioritize what needs to be done.





The role of the Alliance in the monitoring is to be aware of protocal, i.e., specific methods of use, umbrella of users, consistent monitoring program.  Dennis will keep abreast of what needs are.





Stewart asked where are we going with the data.  There is a need for model projects we have.  How is the data used.  Need to make sure the methodology is compatible.





It was the consensus of the members to:


1. Establish protocal


2.Set perimeters regarding watershed


3. Have a single contractor that could sub-contract out.





We should involve the community.  Educate and maybe scholarship opportunities.





We need to avoid overlapping of efforts.





An Education Sub-Committee was established.  Ann Francis will head up the sub-committee.  They will calendar and track activities.  Stewart will take public out regarding fish monitoring.  They will check with other RCD’s regarding monitoring.  They plan to use local people, local areas.





Consensus of the members to apply for the  Prop. 13 grant regarding the watershed.  The RFP comes out Oct. 16.





Randy Sharp will bring information next month on the dollar amount spent on the watershed program for the Pit River.





Sue will talk to Dennis to call a meeting regarding prop 13 and bring a draft to the Alliance.





Mark asked members to think about a logo for the Alliance.
